From the Pastor...

My Dear Friends in Christ:

ON THIS THIRD SUNDAY IN ORDINARY TIME we mark an ongoing tragedy of human life — the
anniversary of Roe v. Wade— the Supreme Court decision which legalized abortion in this country. We pray
constantly that abortion will come to an end. We pray for the souls of those killed by abortion. We pray for
healing for those who have had abortions, and who suffer deeply for their decision. We pray for those who find
themselves pregnant and who are afraid to have their child, or who do not want the human life in their womb.
There is so much to pray for on this issue. As people of faith we are called to do our part to protect and defend
human life, from conception to natural death. As Cardinal Daniel DiNardo of Houston, Chairman of U.S.
Conference of Catholic Bishops Pro-Life Activities, wrote last Fall:

By following Jesus‘ n eishlo€pommieescdmbe mchly fulfilling) and malrked by

joy and peace. I n contrast, treating oserirggols, widle ei t h
never learning to love generously, is an impoverished way to live.
“Jesus pr_d mif e t aif espeeidly goignant today, when our culture and sometimes our

government promote values inimical to the happiness and true good of individuals and society. We face
increasing attempts to expunge God and religious discourse from public life. This promotes the dangerous
proposition that human beings enjoy no special status by virtue of their God-given humanity. Some now
even seek to eliminate religiously motivated people and organizations from public programs, by forcing
them to violate their moral and religious convictions or stop serving the needy.

—Fhe same forces, aided by advertising and entertainment media, promote a selfish and demeaning view of

human sexuality, by extolling the alleged good of sexual activity without love or commitment. This view of

sex as free' of commitment or consequences has no place for openness to new life. Hence contraceptives

are promoted even to young teens as t-lheing) gnd abortiory we
defended as the necessary' back-up plan when contraceptives fail. And fail they do. Studies report that

most women seeking abortions were using contraception in the month they became pregnant. Again and

again, studies show that increasing access to contraception fails to reduce rates of unplanned pregnancies

and abortions.

—Both these trends—a distorted view of sexuality and a disdain for the role of religion—are exhibited by the
Department of Health and Human_ Sreg wd rcteisvodbemsanegediinc edse’c |
virtually all private health plans under the new health care law. The Department ruled that such mandated

services will include surgical sterilization and all FDA-approved contraceptive drugs and devices—
including the abortifacient drug _ E | d close 4nalogue to the abortion pill RU-486.

—Fhe decision is wrong on many levels. Preventive services are aimed at preventing diseases (e.g., by
vaccinations) or detecting them early to aid prompt treatment (e.g., screening for diabetes or cancer). But
pregnancy is not a disease. It is the normal, healthy state by which each of us came into the world. Far
from preventing disease, contraceptives can have serious health consequences of their own, for example,
increasing the risk of acquiring a sexually transmitted disease, such as AIDS, increasing the risk of breast
cancer from excess estrogen, and of blood clots that can lead to stroke from synthetic progestin. Mandating
such coverage shows neither respect for womens'of hea
those who do not want to take part in such problematic initiatives.

—Fhe founders of our nation understood that religion and morality are essential to the survival of a
freedom-loving society. John Adams expressed this conviction, stating: We have no government armed
with power capable of contending with human passions unbridled by morality and religion. Our
Constitution was made for a moral and religious people. It is wholly inadequate for the government of any
ot her . °

—€atholics must not shrink from the obligation to assert the values and principles we hold essential to the
common good, beginning with the right to life of every human being and the right of every woman and
man to express and live by his or her religious beliefs and well-formed conscience.|l

After An Abortion
Although post-abortion trauma is largely ignored by society, we as a Christian community recognize
that abortion wounds the body, soul and spirit.

Symptoms

Anxiety, Stress, Withdrawal, Isolation, Self-hatred, Inability to forgive self, Fear of punishment from
God, Guilt, Depression, Sorrow, Grief, Regret, Despair, Shame, Unworthiness, Self-condemnation,
Anniversary reaction (related to due dates or date of abortion), Aversion to children and/or pregnant
women, An inability to trust and form lasting relationships.

Impact

Post Abortion Syndrome (PAS) is recognized by those serving women (and men) wounded by
abortion through evidence of self-reported and observed symptoms of emotional and behavior
instability. Though all women are affected emotionally and spiritually and often relationally by an
abortion, most repress the feelings of grief, anger, shame and guilt for months or years. It would
appear that the longer a woman represses or suppresses these emotions, the greater the possibility of
personality, mood and relational changes. Depression, anxiety, anger and alienation often color a
wo ma n ‘ -smage follofving an abortion.

The symptoms described in Post Abortion Syndrome are indicators of Post Traumatic Stress
Disorder. Many medical and mental
health professionals fail to recognize
the painful aftermath of abortion in
women who seek help. Many women
experience exacerbation of depression
or anxiety at anniversary months of
either the abortion procedure or the
proposed birth date of the child who
was aborted.

If you or someone you know is
seeking relief from the symptoms of
PAS, there is a possibility you are

Meditation: Our foe and the arch -enemy of God 11 Satan i is stronger than any of us. Unless we are
clothed in God's strength and constantly wear the armor of Christ , we cannot withstand Satan with our
own human strength. What does Sa tan wish to take from us ? Our faith , our beliefs, our  confidence in God ,
and our allegiance to  recognize the supremacy of God's law s and commandments and follow them to the
letter . Satan is a rebel and a liar. Satan can only have power or dominion over us if we listen to his lies
and succumb to his will which is contrary to the will of God. Jesus makes it clear that there are no neutral

parties in this world. We are either for Jesus or against him, for the kingdom of God or against it T thereis
no room for compromise . There are two kingdoms in opposition to one another T the kingdom of God's
light and truth and the kingdom of darkness and deception under the rule of Satan. If we disobey God's

word, we open to door to the power of sin and Satan's influence i n our lives. If we want to live in true
freedom from the power of sin and Satan, then our "house" T our mind and heart and whatever we allow

to control our appetites and desires T must be occupied and ruled by Jesus Christ ,our Lord and Savior.

Prayer: Almighty ever -living God, direct our actions according to your good pleasure, that in the name of
your beloved Son we may abound in good works. Through our Lord Jesus Christ, your Son, who lives and
reigns with you in the unity o f the Holy Spirit, one God, f orever and ever. Amen.

Contemplation: Jesus knows that his disciples will be tested and he assures them that the Holy Spirit will

give them whatever grace and help they need in their time of adversity. He warns them, however, that it's

possible to spurn t he grace of God and to fall into apostasy (giving up the faith) out of cowardice ,
disbelief , or simply going with the tide of what may be popular in society . Why is blasphemy against the
Holy Spirit reprehensible? Blasphemy consists in uttering against Go d, inwardly or outwardly, words of
hatred, reproach, or defiance. It's contrary to the respect due God and his holy name. Jesus speaks of

blaspheming against the Holy Spirit as the unforgivable sin. Jesus spoke about this sin immediately after

the scribes and Pharisees had attributed his miracles to the work of the devil instead of to God. A sin can

only be unforgivable if repentance is impossible. If someone repeatedly closes their eyes to God, shuts

their ears to his voice, and reject his word, they bring themselves to a point where they can no longer
recognize God when he can be seen and heard. They become spiritually blind -sighted and speak of "evil as
good and good as evil" (Isaiah 5:20). To fear such a state of sin and spiritual blindness, however, sig nals

that one is not dead to God and is conscious of the need for God's grace, mercy, and help. There are no

limits to the mercy of God, but anyone who refuses to acknowledge and confess their sins and to ask God

for forgiveness, spurns God's generous offe r of mercy, pardon, grace, and healing. Through their own
stubborn human pride and wil lfulness, they reject God, refuse his grace and help to turn away from sin,

and reject the transforming power of the Holy Spirit to heal and restore them to wholeness. Go d always
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gives sufficient grace and help to all who humbly call upon him. Giving up on God and refusing to turn

away from sin and disbelief results from pride and the loss of hope in God. What is the basis of our hope

and confidence in God? Through Jesus' death on the cross and his victory over the grave when he rose

again on the third day, Satan has been defeated and death has been overcome. We now share in Christ's

victory over sin and Satan and receive adoption as God's sons and daughters. Through the gi ft of the Holy

Spirit, the Lord enables us to live a new life of love and freedom from slavery to sin. The Lord Jesus is our

refuge and strength because he makes his home with us ( ref. John 15:4) and gives us the power and help

of the Holy Spirit. Do you t ake refuge in the Lord and allow him to be the Lord of your life? Do you take up
Christdés invitation when he says fAfollow med through thi:c
truth, leads us to eternal life. Thus beware of false prophets, activ ist groups, special -interest groups, and

For whoever does the will of God is my brother and sister and mot
Meditation: Jesus is God's love incarnate i God's love made visible in human flesh (1 John 4:9 -10). That

is why Jesus describes himself as the good shepherd who lays down h is life for his sheep and the shepherd

who seeks out the sheep who have strayed and lost their way. God is like the father who yearns for his

prodigal son to return home and then throws a great party for his son when he has a change of heart and

comes back (Luke 15:11 -32). Jesus offered up his life on the cross for our sake, so that we could be
forgiven and restored to unity and friendship with God. It is through Jesus that we become the adopted

children of God 1 his own sons and daughters. That is why Jesu s told his disciples that they would have
many new friends and family relationships in his kingdom. Whoever does the will of God is a friend of God

and a member of his family T his sons and daughters who have been ransomed by the precious blood of
Christ.

Prayer: O God, who for the salvation of souls willed that the Bishop Saint Francis de Sales become all
things to all, graciously grant that, following his example, we may always display the gentleness of your
charity in the service of our neighbor. Throu gh our Lord Jesus Christ, your Son, who lives and reigns with
you in the unity o f the Holy Spirit, one God, for ever and ever. Amen.

Contemplation: One of the early martyrs of the Church, Lucian of Antioch, once said : "a Christian's only
relatives are the  saints" 1 namely those who have been redeemed by the blood of Christ and adopted as

sons and daughters of God. Those who have been baptized into Jesus Christ and who live as his disciples

enter into a new family, a family of "saints" here on earth and in heaven. Jesus changes the order of
relationships and shows that true kinship is not just a matter of flesh and blood. Our adoption as sons and

daughters of God transforms all of our relationships and requires a new order of loyalty to God first and to

his kingdom of righteousness and peace. Do you want to grow in love and friendship? Allow God's Holy

Spirit to transform your heart, mind, and will to enable you to love freely and generously as he loves.

About Saint Francis de Sales: Francis was born on Aug ust 21, 1567, and ordained to the priesthood in

1593. From 1594 to 1598 he labored at the difficult and dangerous task of preaching to the Protestants of

Chablais and effected the return of some 70,000 souls to the Catholic faith. In 1602 he became bishop of
Genf. His zeal for souls is attested in 21,000 extant letters and 4,000 sermons which exemplify how he

applied St. Paul's words: "I have become all things to all men." You may epitomize his character in two

words : (1) kindlinessand (2) lovableness & virtues that were the secret of his success. His writings reflect

his kindheartedness and sweet disposition. Most widely known is the saint's Introduction to the Devout
Life, which, with the  Imitation of Christ, is rightly considered the finest outline of Ch ristian perfection.
Francis' Introduction proves to the world that true piety makes persons amiable, lovable and happy. A

renowned and holy friendship existed between him and St. Frances de Chantal. In cooperation with her he

founded the Visitation Nuns in 1610. Out of love for his own poor diocese, he refused opportunities for
advancement, including the cardinalate. In recognition of the Introduction and his other writings, Francis

has been declared a doctor of the Church. How Francis developed a gentle an d amiable disposition is a
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story in itself; he was not born a saint. By nature his temperament was choleric, fiery; little was needed to
throw him into a state of violent anger. It took years before he mastered his impatience, his unruly
temper. Even after  he became bishop, there were slips, as for instance, when someone rang a bell before
he had finished preaching. The important point, of course, is that by constant perseverance he did in time
attain perfect self -mastery. Wherein lies a lesson.

Wednesday, January 25 ~ Third Week in Ordinary Time
Feast of the Conversion of Saint Paul, Apostle

Holy Gospel: Mark 16:15-18 Jesus appeared to the Eleven and said to them: AGo into the whol
and proclaim the Gospel to every creature. Whoever believes and is  baptized will be saved; whoever does

not believe will be condemned. These signs will accompany those who believe: in my name they will drive

They will l ay hands on the sick, and t

Meditation: Jesus' departure and ascension into heaven was both an end and a beginning for his
disciples. While it was the end of Jesus' physical presence with his b eloved disciples, it marked the
beginning of Jesus' presence with them in a new way. Jesus promised that he would be with them always

to the end of time. Now as the glorified and risen Lord and Savior, ascended to the right hand of the

Father in heaven, Je sus promised to send them the Holy Spirit who would anoint them with power on the

Feast of Pentecost, just as Jesus was anointed for his ministry at the River Jordan. When the Lord Jesus

departed physically from the apostles, they were not left in sorrow o r grief.  Instead, they were filled with
joy and with great anticipation for the coming of the Holy Spirit. Jesus' last words to his apostles point to
his saving mission and to their mission to be witnesses of his saving death and his glorious resurrectio n

and to proclaim the good news of salvation to the entire world. Their task is to proclaim the good news of

salvation, not only to the people of Israel, but to all the nations. God's love and gift of salvation is not just

for a few, or for a nation, but i t is for the whole world i for all who will accept it. The gospel is the power
of God, the power to forgive sins, to heal, to deliver from evil and oppression, and to restore life. Do you
believe in the power of the gospel?

Prayer: O God, who taught th e whole world through the preaching of the blessed Apostle Paul, draw us,

we pray, nearer to you through the example of him whose conversion we celebrate today, and so make us

witnesses to your truth in the world. Through our Lord Jesus Christ, your Son, w ho lives and reigns with
you in the unity o f the Holy Spirit, one God, for ever and ever. Amen.

Contemplation: This is the great commission which the risen Christ gives to the whole church. All
believers have been given a share in this task i to be heralds of the good news and ambassadors for
Jesus Christ, the only savior of the world. We have not been left alone in this task, for the risen Lord

works in and through us by the power of his Holy Spirit. Today we witness a new Pentecost as the Lord

pours out h is Holy Spirit upon his people to renew and strengthen the body of Christ and to equip it for
effective ministry and mission world -wide. Do you witness to others the joy of the gospel and the hope of

the resurrection?

About Saint Paul: St. Paul, originall y named Saul , a Jew of the tribe of Benjamin, was born at Tarsus,

the capitol of Cilicia. He was a Roman citizen. He was brought up as a strict Jew, and later became a

violent persecutor of the Christians. While on his way to Damascus to make new arrests o f Christians, he
was suddenly converted by a miraculous apparition of Our Lord. From a fierce persecutor he became the

great Apostle of the Gentiles. He made three missionary journeys which brought him to the great centers

of Asia Minor and southern Europe , and made many converts. Fourteen of his Epistles are found in the

New Testament. He was beheaded in Rome in 66, and his body is kept in the Basilica of St. Paul near the

Ostian Way.

To the one who has, more will be given; from the one who has

not, even what he has will be taken away.
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Meditation: Lamps in the ancient world served a vital function, much like they do today. They enable

people to see and work in the dark and to avoid stumbling. The Jews also understood "light" as an
expression of the inner beauty, truth, and goodness of God. In his light we see light (Psalm 36:9). His

word is a lamp that guides our steps (Psalm 119:105). God's grace not only illumines the darkness in our

lives, but it also fills us with spiritual light, joy, and peace. Jesus used the image of a lamp to describe how

his disciples are to live in the light of his truth and love. Just as natural light illumines the darkness and

enables one to see visually, so the light of Christ shines in the hearts of believers and enables us to see
the heavenly reality of God's kingdom. In fact, our mission is to be light -bearers of Christ so that others

may see the truth of the gospel and be freed from the blindness of sin and deception.

able to understand it. Without parables he did not speak to them, but to his own d isciples he explained
everything in private.

Meditation: What can mustard seeds teach us about the kingdom of God? The tiny mustard seed literally
grew to be a tree which attracted numerous birds because they loved the little black mustard seed it
produce d. God's kingdom works in a similar fashion. It starts from the smallest beginnings in the hearts of

men and women who are receptive to God's word. And it works unseen and causes a transformation from

within. Just as a seed has no power to change itself un til it is planted in the ground, so we cannot change
our lives to be like God until God gives us the power of his Holy Spirit.

Prayer: May the Virgin Saint Angela never fail to commend us to your compassion, O Lord, we pray, that,

following the lessons of her charity and prudence, and express it in what we do. Through our Lord Jesus

Christ, your Son, who lives and reigns with you in the unity o f the Holy Spirit, one God, for ever and ever.
Amen.

Contemplation: The Lord of the Universe is always ready to tr ansform us by the power of his Spirit. Are
you ready to let God change you by his grace and power? The kingdom of God produces a transformation

in those who receive the new life which Jesus Christ offers. When we yield to Jesus Christ, our lives are

transf ormed by the power of the Holy Spirit who dwells in us. Paul the Apostle says, "we have this
treasure in earthen vessels, to show that the transcendent power belongs to God and not to us" (2
Corinthians 4:7). Do you believe in the transforming power of the Holy Spirit?
